GRAMMAR EXPLANATION — Negatives & Questions with Irregular Verbs

At A2 level we practise using irregular verbs in negative sentences and questions.

|/ You/We/They | He/She/lt | Negative (he/shefit)

am/ are is not / isn't Is she...?
have have has does not have Does he have...?
do do does does not do Does she do...?
go go goes does not go Does he go...?
come come comes does not come Does she come...?
get get gets does not get Does he get...?
make make makes does not make Does she make...?
say say says does not say Does he say...?
know know knows does not know Does she know...?
think think thinks does not think Does he think...?

Key rules: 1. Use DON'T / DOESN'T + base form for negatives (NOT: she doesn't has). 2. Use DO /
DOES + base form for questions (NOT: does she goes?). 3. With BE: use ISN'T / AREN'T / AM NOT —
no do/does needed.
